Applicant is required to have active involvement in the Lao community in their area (e.g.

Applicant must be a high school senior or attending a college or university at the time of
application.

Scholarships totaling $10,000 will be split and granted to eight (8) applicants.

Scholarships of $2,000 will be awarded to each of the top two (2) applicants; $1,000 will be
awarded to each of remaining six (6) applicants.

Family members of Jai Lao Foundation officers and directors are not eligible to apply.

Application Instructions:

Submit the following required documents with your application:

1.

A completed, signed and dated application, which is attached hereto (your “Application”). Your
application must be typed or printed legibly in blue or black ink.

If you are a high school senior, you will need to include an official copy of your high school
transcript. College applicants with at least two (2) years of college need to include an official
copy of college transcript(s). Official transcript(s) must be stamped and sealed in a separate
envelope.

Provide two (2) letters of recommendation on why you should be given this scholarship award.
Write an essay, in accordance with the instructions set forth below.
